The DNRP-recofilmended score of 18 points results in a current use valuation of 30o/o of
assessed value for the enrolled portion of the propefty. Additional credit may be awarded

adminisftatively under the forest stewatdship land categorf, subject to submittal of a

forest stewardship plan by Novembet 29r2019, and subsequent approval by Decembet
3Lr2019. Award of credit under this category will increase the point total by 5 points,

resulting in a current use valuation of 20o/o of assessed value for the entolled potion of
the property. Award of this c^tegory may allow approved fotestry activities to occut on

the property.

4. As to the land atearecommended fot PBRS enrollment, the Applicant requested 7'50

acres and DNRP recommends 6.86 acres. (Entollment acreage is the entire patcel less

the exclude d area, as calculated by DNRP. In the event the County Assessot's official
parcel size is revised, the PBRS acteage shall be administratively adjusted to reflect that

change.)

5. Except as modified herein, the facts set forth in DNRP's pteliminary report and

testimony at the Janaaty 29,2019, public hearing ate correct and incorpotated herein by

reference. Copies of this report and DNRP's tepott will be provided to the Metropolitan
I(ing County Council fot frnal approval.

6. Approval, pursuant to the Public Benefit Rating System adopted by Chapter 20.36KCC,
of 1B points and a current use valuation of 30o/o of assessed value for 6.86 acres of the

property and conditional approval of 5 additional points (which will bring the tota,l to 23

points and 20o/o of assessed value for 6.86 acres of the properry), is consistent with the

purposes and intent of ICng County to maintain, pfeserve, consefve, and otherwise

continue in existence adequate open space lands and to assure the use and enjoyment of
natural resources and scenic beauty for the economic and social well-being of I(ng
County and its citizens.

7. The subject property is curently enrolled in the Timbet Land program. Any open space

taxation participation agreemeflt signed as a result of approval of this application should
be worded to supetsede any prior agreemeflts for the parcel.
