Dear Councilmember Dembowski:

This letter transmits a proviso response and motion required by Ordinance 18835, Section 76, Proviso P1. 

The attached Extreme Hardship Waiver plan includes a review of the current surface water management (SWM) charge structure and various existing and upcoming discounts available to customers who are charged a SWM service charge; strategies to implement an extreme hardship waiver from SWM service charges; and potential criteria for requesting the waiver based on significant financial hardship faced by homeowners should a program be established.

The plan also furthers the goals of key County plans and initiatives as follows:

· The plan furthers the King County Strategic Plan goal of efficient, accountable regional and local government, by proposing strategies to meet the needs of the residents of unincorporated areas.  
· The plan furthers the King County Equity and Social Justice Initiative goal of providing equitable outcomes to residents of unincorporated areas facing temporary financial hardships. 

It is estimated that the plan required 30 staff hours to produce, costing $8,000. The estimated printing cost for this plan is minimal.

Thank you for your consideration of this plan. This important legislation will help King County residents by providing them a temporary financial relief through current and future anticipated discounts.
