SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Anthony Austin, who resides in council district two, to the King County mental illness and drug dependency advisory committee, as a representative from an agency providing mental health and chemical dependency services to youth.

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Anthony Austin to the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency (MIDD) Advisory Committee, for a four-year term expiring June 30, 2023.  Mr. Austin would serve as the representative of an agency providing mental health and chemical dependency services to youth on the committee.

BACKGROUND 

The King County MIDD Advisory Committee (K.C.C. 2.130.010) is composed of separately elected officials and King County agency directors or designees along with representatives of providers of services to the mentally ill and drug dependent.  

The advisory committee shall:

· review and provide written recommendations to the executive and the council on the implementation and effectiveness of the county's sales tax funded programs in meeting the goals;  
· review and report to the executive and the council on annual evaluation reports;
· review and comment on emerging and evolving priorities for the use of the mental illness and drug dependency sales tax revenue; 
· serve as a forum to promote coordination and collaboration between entities involved with sales tax programs;
· educate the public, policymakers and stakeholders on mental illness and drug dependency sales tax funded programs;
· coordinate and share information with other related efforts and groups.

The advisory committee shall act as an advisory body to the council and executive.


ANALYSIS:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Austin’s application materials note that he is the Executive Director of the Southeast Youth and Family Services, a non-profit social service agency serving children, youth and families by providing counseling, educational, social and life skills programs for children, youth and their families.  Located in Southeast Seattle, we serve people from all racial and ethnic backgrounds and various income levels, where the majority of families being served are low income people of color.  Mr. Austin notes that his experience “in the Youth and Family sector has given me a lot of on-the-job knowledge and experience. As well as a sense of where the industry has been and where it's going in the future. I have the kind of technical skills that only come from working in Human Services for several years. I can slide seamlessly into this role and start contributing and participating from the start.”  Mr. Austin has a Bachelor’s Degree from Grambling State University and a Graduate Degree from Antioch University.
