Dear Councilmember Dembowski:
This letter transmits an ordinance that will enable King County to enter into a non-exclusive franchise with Puget Sound Energy, Inc., authorizing the placement and operation of electric power facilities in, upon, over, along, across, and through road rights-of-way in unincorporated King County.

This transaction is recommended per the rationale and considerations provided in the attached franchise summary. 
Approval of this right-of-way franchise furthers the King County Strategic Plan guiding principle of Financial Sustainability by managing the County’s risk through insurance and bond requirements of the franchisee and reserving the County’s right to require franchise compensation.

A draft press release and hearing notice are attached. “Per KCC 6.27.050 (c), RCW 36.55.040 and RCW 80.32.010, the County shall set a time and a notice of a public hearing for each franchise permit application. A posted notice of such hearing is required in three public places fifteen days before the hearing and publish notice twice in some daily newspaper in the County not less than five days before the hearing.”
