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Subject:
An ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to execute an amendment to the interlocal cooperation agreement with the cities of Bellevue, Kirkland, Redmond, Mercer Island, Issaquah, Bothell, Woodinville, Newcastle, Beaux Arts, Clyde Hill, Hunts Point, Medina and Yarrow Point, which constitute A Regional Coalition for Housing (ARCH).

Background:  

King County has participated in A Regional Coalition for Housing (ARCH) through an interlocal cooperation agreement with eight eastside cities (Bellevue, Kirkland, Redmond, Mercer Island, Issaquah, Bothell, Woodinville, Newcastle) for the past seven years.  Through ARCH, King County and the cities work together to address affordable housing needs on the eastside through promotion of sound policies and the financing of affordable housing projects and programs.   Specifically, ARCH has responsibility and authority for the following:

· provide funding recommendations to member jurisdictions

· provide recommendations on local and regional affordable housing policies

· facilitate public/private sector cooperation on implementing affordable housing projects

· provide technical assistance to public and private sector housing providers at cost

· monitor state and federal legislative and regulatory activities related to affordable housing

ARCH is governed by an Executive Board composed of the chief executive officer from each member jurisdiction.  The Board is assisted by an administrative staff and by a Citizen Advisory Board.  Executive Board members elect a Chair who presides over ARCH meetings.  The Executive Board has the following powers:

· develop and recommend a budget and work program to the member jurisdictions

· adopt procedures for the administration of ARCH and for the conduct of meetings

· make recommendations to the members concerning planning, policy and funding

· establish policies for the funding of budgeted items

· establish the responsibilities and direct and oversee activities of the Program Manager

Summary:  

The attached ordinance authorizes the Executive to sign an amendment to the existing interlocal cooperation agreement to incorporate the participation and respresentation of cities with populations of less than 5,000 people.  This amendment covers the “Point Cities” of Beaux Arts, Clyde Hill, Hunts Point, Medina and Yarrow Point by stipulating a method of obtaining executive board approval for representation of these cities.  The five “Point Cities” have received approval to share two representatives.  Cities with populations of more than 5,000 people currently each have one representative on the executive board.
