Subject:
An Ordinance relating to zoning, amending the residential densities and dimensions table in K.C.C. chapter 21A.12 for properties located within the Rural Town of Fall City.

Background:  

King County Comprehensive Plan Policy CP-929 requires the development of a subarea plan for the Rural Town of Fall City.  The planning process began in August 1998 and culminated with the transmittal of the Executive Recommended Fall City Subarea Plan on September 3, 1999.  The subarea planning process included an analysis of the land use and zoning designations, town boundaries and comprehensive plan policies, which grew out of the Snoqualmie Valley Community Plan, adopted in 1989.

Proposed Ordinance 1999-0494 would adopt the Fall City Subarea Plan.  Proposed Ordinance 1999-0495 is a companion ordinance that would implement the Executive’s proposed changes to the King County Zoning Code (Title 21A) in conjunction with the Subarea Plan adoption.

Summary:  

Proposed Ordinance 1999-0495 would amend King County’s zoning regulations with respect to R-4 zoned properties located within the Rural Town of Fall City by eliminating the 85% minimum density requirement and reducing the maximum density requirement for affected properties.   

Under the current zoning code, a Fall City property owner with a 1-acre parcel zoned R-4 would be allowed to develop between three and six dwelling units on the property.  Under the proposed ordinance, the same property owner would be able to develop between one and four dwelling units on his or her property.

COMMITTEE ACTION:

The Growth Management and Unincorporated Areas Committee gave a Do-Pass recommendation to Proposed Ordinance 1999-0495 without amendment.
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
