NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

Snoqualmie Preservation Initiative

Proposed Ordinances 2001-0247, 2001-0248 and 2001-0249

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council (the Council) will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA) on Monday, June 4th, 2001, beginning at 1:30 PM.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinances 2001-0247, 2001-0248 and 2001-0249 (hereinafter, the “subject legislation”).  Proposed Ordinance 2001-0247 adopts amendments to the 1994 King County Comprehensive Plan (KCCP) affecting the City of Snoqualmie Urban Growth Area.  Proposed Ordinance 2001-0248 authorizes the Executive to enter into a funding agreement with the City of Snoqualmie, the Cascade Land Conservancy and the Weyerhaeuser Real Estate Company to implement the Snoqualmie Preservation Initiative.  Proposed Ordinance 2001-0249 provides supplemental budget authority to fund the 2001 obligations under the Snoqualmie Preservation Initiative, and amends the 2001 budget ordinance. 

PUBLIC HEARING:

King County encourages public comment at the June 4th public hearing.  Testimony is limited to two minutes per speaker.  If you submit written materials for the Councilmembers’ review, please provide 20 copies to the Council Clerk.  The chambers are equipped with an audio/visual system capable of displaying 35mm slides, VHS tapes, overheads (transparencies are not necessary), and computer displays.  Audio/visual presentations are included in the 2-minute timeframe.  Testimony sign-up will begin at 1:00 PM on June 4th in the lobby outside the Council Chambers. SUMMARY:

The subject legislation was transmitted by the King County Executive on April 26, 2001 and will be reviewed by the Growth Management and Unincorporated Areas (GMUA) Committee and the Budget and Fiscal Management (BFM) Committee.  The Committees are scheduled to complete their recommendations on May 22nd and May 16th, respectively.  The following is a brief description of the main points of the subject legislation: 

Proposed Ordinance 2001-0247 would amend the 2000 King County Comprehensive Plan by adopting an initial subarea plan for the Snoqualmie Joint Planning Area, revising the Urban Growth Area boundary for the City of Snoqualmie.  The Snoqualmie Urban Growth Area Subarea Plan:

· Adds 521 acres of land due south of the City of Snoqualmie to the City’s UGA;

· Recommends that the Growth Management Planning Council consider adding an additional 209 acres northwest of the City to the City’s UGA, and consider removing 214 acres south of I-90 from the City’s UGA; and

· Adopts policies for inclusion in the King County Comprehensive Plan and the City’s Snoqualmie Vicinity Comprehensive Plan to guide future annexation and development review processes for lands added to the City of Snoqualmie’s Urban Growth Area.

Proposed Ordinance 2001-0248 would authorize the King County Executive to execute a funding agreement with the City of  Snoqualmie, the Cascade Land Conservancy and the Weyerhaeuser Real Estate Company to purchase a property known as the Falls Crossing site.  The funding agreement also describes a series of possible future legislative actions to be considered by the City of Snoqualmie and King County and mitigation payments and dedications of conservation easements on forestlands in the vicinity of the City of Snoqualmie associated with such possible future legislative actions.  

Proposed Ordinance 2001-0249 would appropriate funds for King County’s 2001 obligation toward the purchase of the Falls Crossing property.

FINAL CONSIDERATION:

In addition to the proposed amendments contained in the subject legislation, Councilmembers may offer additional amendments for consideration by the Council.  As a result, persons interested in any of the issues raised in the subject legislation should make their views known at the public hearing on June 4th, 2001.  Amendments that may be considered for adoption by the Council on June 4, 2001 or thereafter include, but are not necessarily limited to:

· any amendment contained in the Executive Proposed versions of the subject legislation;

· any amendment to the subject legislation recommended by the GMUA or BFM Committees; 

· any amendment offered or discussed during committee review of the subject legislation;

· any amendment that is within the range of alternatives considered in the supplemental environmental impact statement; or

· any other proposed amendment that is within the scope of the alternatives and has been available for public comment.
