NOTICE OF ENACTMENT

 ORDINANCE 14185

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that King County has enacted ordinance 14185 (Proposed Ordinance 2001-0403).  Ordinance 14185 was adopted by the Metropolitan King County Council on July 30, 2001 as an emergency.  King County provides this notice of adoption and enactment pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(2)(b).

In December 2000, the Washington state supreme court upheld a decision of the Central Puget Sound Growth Management Hearings Board ruling that amendments to the King County Comprehensive Plan and the Zoning Code (Title 21A) relating to active recreational uses within the Agricultural Production District were out of compliance with the state Growth Management Act.  

Ordinance 14185 brings the county into compliance with the Growth Management Act by revising policy R-545 of the King County Comprehensive Plan and K.C.C. 21A.08.040 of the King County Zoning Code to reflect the respective decisions of the supreme court and the board.  In accordance with RCW 36.70A.390, the policy and regulatory amendments were adopted on an interim basis.  Section 4 of Ordinance 14185 states that the effective period is limited to six months from the date of council adoption.  A public hearing will be within sixty days of the adoption of Ordinance 14185 to consider permanent enactment of the interim policy and regulatory revisions.
