A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Schell Harmon, who resides in council district eleven, to the King County Boating Advisory Committee.

Summary:
The Executive has appointed Schell Harmon to a three-year term on the King County Boating Advisory Committee, expiring July 30, 2003.

Mr. Harmon is a resident of Bellevue and council district eleven.  He is a graduate of the University of Washington where he received his Bachelor of Arts Degree in Business Administration
The Boating Advisory Commission was established in K.C.C. 12.44.550 to recommend to the County Council ways and means for improving boating conditions.  In 1993 the Council realized that there was no operating boating advisory commission and, therefore, passed Motion 8973 requesting the Executive reactivate the commission as established in K.C.C. 12.44.550 and appoint an appropriate number of members representing both salt and fresh waterfront communities in unincorporated King County, commercial recreational boating interests, water sports enthusiasts, and other persons with interests in the promotion of safe boating recreation activities.
