SUBJECT:
Proposed Motions 2002-0228 and -0245 confirm the Executive’s appointments of Tejal Mehta and Robert Weaver to the King County Landmarks and Heritage Commission.

BACKGROUND:
In 1980, King County established the Landmarks and Heritage Commission to identify, evaluate and protect significant heritage resources throughout the county.  Pursuant to county code, the Commission is responsible for preserving landmarks and promoting the local history of the community through heritage programs. 

The Landmarks and Heritage Commission promotes heritage activities and protects historically significant sites by providing technical assistance to owners of historic buildings, community heritage organizations and local public agencies. The Commission also oversees the Cultural Facilities, Cultural Education, Special Projects and Sustained Support programs that provide grants to heritage organizations and individual heritage specialists. Additional Commission responsibilities include selecting independent review panels for each of the heritage programs and advising the Executive and the Council on county policy regarding heritage funding.  Funding for heritage programs is available from the Cultural Development Fund, generated by hotel-motel tax revenues.
The nine-member Commission includes at least three professionals with experience in identifying, evaluating, and protecting historic resources.  Members serve three-year terms and have expertise in the fields of heritage, architecture, historic preservation, archaeology and education. No more than four members may reside within any one municipal jurisdiction.

2002-0228: TEJAL MEHTA ~ Ms. Mehta is an architect and project manager with Otak, Inc. in Seattle where she manages the design and development of multi-family housing, mixed-use and historic renovation projects.  One of her key projects is the renovation of the J.C. Penney building in downtown Auburn into retail shops and affordable housing units.  Ms. Mehta has been involved in the Housing Development Consortium and the Association of Women in Architecture. She resides in Seattle in Council District 2. She is being appointed to a three-year term expiring June 1, 2005.
2002-0245: ROBERT WEAVER ~ Mr. Weaver has a combined background in architecture and anthropology and has worked in the field of cultural resource management for over 24 years.  He currently is the Principal Cultural Resources Specialist with Hart Crowser, Inc. where he manages cultural resource programs throughout the Western United States.  He is former chair of the Seattle Landmarks Board and is knowledgeable of preservation issues in the region.  He resides in Seattle in Council District 2. He is being appointed to a partial term expiring June 1, 2003.
