PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2002-0263

STRIKING AMENDMENT

Section-by-Section Analysis

SECTION 1: 
Amends K.C.C. 4.08.190 pertaining to the Arts and Cultural Development Fund:
· Technical corrections 

· Adds the Sustained Support Program for arts and the Sustained Support Program for heritage to the list of cultural programs funded by the Arts and Cultural Development Fund which are: Cultural Facilities Program; Special Projects Program and Cultural Education Program.
· Clarifies that all four cultural programs require Council review and approval by motion. Adds the Sustained Support Program and the Cultural Facilities Program to the Cultural Education Program and the Special Projects Program which require Council review and approval by motion

SECTION 2: 
Amends K.C.C. 4.42.020; the “Definition Section:”

· Technical corrections

· Definitions added for clarification

SECTION 3: 
Adds new section to K.C.C. 4.42 consolidating cultural program and financial policies including:
· At least 20 percent of Cultural Development Fund revenues are allocated to heritage programs after the allocation to the endowment and the cost of administration.
· Revenues are expended in the year following their collection; for example revenues collected in 2001 will be expended in 2002.
· Funds will be used to support four programs instead of three: Cultural Facilities; Special Projects; Cultural Education; and now Sustained Support.
· Forty (40) percent of the Cultural Development Fund shall be reserved to the endowment after the costs of administration.
· Debt service obligations will be financed from within the arts and heritage program allocations.
· Outlines the new arts and heritage program funding formulas:
· Arts Commission Program Allocations:

· Sustained Support: 39%

· Cultural Facilities: 39%

· Special Projects: 13%

· Cultural Education: 9%

· Heritage Commission Program Allocations:

· Cultural Facilities & Sustained Support: 70% of remaining heritage program revenues with at least 20% to Sustained Support Program

· Special Projects: 20%

· Cultural Education: 10%

SECTION 4: 
Amends K.C.C. 4.42.030 pertaining to the Cultural Education Program:
· Deletes existing funding formula.
· Preserves language pertaining to eligibility requirements; use of funds.
· Adds language consistent with K.C.C. 4.08 regarding recommendation and review process and the requirement of Council approval by motion.
SECTION 5: 
Amends K.C.C. 4.42.060 pertaining to the Special Projects Program:
· Deletes existing funding formula.
· Preserves language pertaining to eligibility requirements; use of funds.
· Adds language consistent with K.C.C. 4.08 regarding recommendation and review process and the requirement of Council approval by motion.

SECTION 6: 
Amends K.C.C. 4.42.100 pertaining to the Cultural Facilities Program:
· Deletes existing funding formula for 2001 through 2012.
· Preserves language pertaining to eligibility requirements; use of funds.
· Adds language consistent with K.C.C. 4.08 regarding recommendation and review process and the requirement of Council approval by motion.

SECTION 7: 
Adds new section to K.C.C. 4.42 adding Sustained Support Program for Arts:
· Establishes the Sustained Support Program, application process, eligibility requirements; use of funds.
SECTION 8: 
Adds new section to K.C.C. 4.42 adding Sustained Support Program for Heritage: 

· Establishes the Sustained Support Program, application process, eligibility requirements; use of funds.
SECTION 9: 
Disclaimer - The ordinance is retroactive and has an effective date of January 1, 2002.
