Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed is a motion authorizing the King County Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement related to transportation concurrency review with the City of Covington.

King County and the City of Covington have each adopted a transportation concurrency program to implement the requirements of the State of Washington’s Growth Management Act, Chapter 36.70A RCW.  Developments in the unincorporated areas of the County may cause an impact on one or more transportation facilities in the City and developments in the City may cause an impact on one or more transportation facilities in unincorporated King County.  This agreement will have each party consider the impacts a development will have on the other party’s transportation facilities.

The County’s transportation concurrency management program provides for a concurrency test for developments in unincorporated King County.  An element of the County’s concurrency test is an analysis for the existence of critical links.  The County has identified a list of roadways that will be monitored for critical link analysis.  The County applies its critical link standard only to that portion of a monitored corridor that is located in unincorporated King County.  The County and the City desire that critical link standard be applied to monitored corridors located in both the City and the County in performing each party’s concurrency review. 

The proposed interlocal agreement will allow the County and the City to implement its adopted transportation concurrency program more comprehensively in granting certificate of concurrency to developments when critical link standard is applied to both City and County monitored corridors.
