SUBJECT:  
Proposed Motions 2004-0340, 2004-0345 and 2004-0348 would confirm the Executive’s appointments to the Fairgrounds Advisory Board.
BACKGROUND:

As a result of the Parks Omnibus legislation in 2002, the Department of Natural Resources and Parks was directed to operate the King County Fairgrounds in alignment with the new strategic direction of the parks system, which focuses on revenue generation and self-sustainability, fiscal accountability and reporting, marketing, and the potential of the Fairgrounds to support year-round activities.  The Fairgrounds Advisory Board has the responsibility to provide direction to the Fairground in light of this policy and operational shift.
In October 2003 the council approved Ordinance 14776 which restructured the King County Fair Advisory Board into the Fairgrounds Advisory Board and provided new directions, roles and responsibilities.  The Fairgrounds Advisory Board is charged with the following responsibilities:
1. To provide recommendations, advise and assist in the planning and conduct of the King County fair and fairgrounds.
2. To function as a vital point of interface between King County, the citizenry of the county and key groups upon whose participation a successful fairgrounds operation depends.
3. To actively participate in the activities of the fair and fairgrounds, particularly with respect to revenue generation and agricultural and youth-oriented events.
4. To serve in a liaison capacity with participating groups and officials at the fair and fairgrounds.
5. To make recommendations on the proposed fair and fairgrounds budget.
6. To communicate directly with the fairgrounds manager and the manager of the parks and recreation division.

The Fairgrounds Advisory Board consists of eleven members one which is nominated and confirmed by the city of Enumclaw.  The City of Enumclaw has already confirmed their representative.  The remaining ten may be nominated individually by members of the county council or by the county executive, or both, with final selection by the county executive and confirmation by the county council.  The three confirmations before the committee today are the first set to come before the council for the restructured Fairgrounds Advisory Board.  Board members represent the Fairgrounds interests and areas of expertise as established by Ordinance 14776 of fundraising, marketing and advertising, accounting principles and standards, event production and promotion, fair events and activities, livestock and agriculture, youth and youth oriented activities, the downtown Enumclaw business community, the City of Enumclaw; and the general public.

APPOINTMENTS:
Bill DuBray is a resident of Enumclaw in district nine.  Professionally he is a trained architect and works for the United States General Services Administration but his personal interests include raising livestock for competition.  He has been involved with 4-H for fifteen years.  He competes in the King County Fair’s livestock shows and is President of the Shepards’ Extravaganza, a livestock showcase competition in Puyallup.  Mr. DuBray has extensive experience as a fair patron and has attended fifteen different county fairs and eight different state fairs, some of them on more than one occasion.  He is being appointed to a one-year term set to expire on September 30, 2005.
Alicia Alexander is a resident of Enumclaw in district nine.  She has worked as a flight attendant for United Airlines for eighteen years.  Ms. Alexander grew up attending the King County Fair where she would show and compete in equestrian events with her horses.  She also has experience competing with her horses at fairs in Colorado and Oregon.  She was a member of 4-H throughout her youth.  Ms. Alexander is a co-founder of the non-profit Willow Creek Animal Rehab.  She is being appointed to a one-year term set to expire on September 30, 2005.

Brad Gaolach is a resident of Lake Forest Park in district one.  He has a doctorate in zoology and currently serves as Interim Director of the Washington State University King County Extension.  He has conducted research on the sustainable use of agriculture and natural resources.  Dr. Gaolach is a fair patron and is especially interested in the educational benefits and opportunities available through the King County Fair.  He is being appointed to a three-year term set to expire on September 30, 2007.
