NOTE:  The total groundwater program appropriation for 2005 is $748,449. This Fiscal Note describes only the funding for groundwater work related to the two interlocal agreements, which are the subject of this legislative package.  The funds for this specific work (both revenue and expenditure) were included in the 2005 budget for DNRP - WLRD.  The original budgeted revenue from ILA partners was $208,000, the final agreements reduce this amount to $135,000 for 2005. The ILA scope of work has been reduced accordingly and expenditures will be limited by this reduction in revenue.
