Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Enclosed for King County Council consideration is an ordinance authorizing the King County Executive enter into an interlocal agreement with the city of Normandy Park for the county to provide surface water management (SWM) service billing, revenue collection and customer service to the city.
In 2004, Normandy Park began its SWM program financed by a service charge on developed properties.  The city initially used in-house resources to bill its service charge, collect the revenue and provide customer service.  Late in 2004, city representatives contacted the Water and Land Resources Division (WLRD) of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks about contracting with the county to perform those services on its behalf beginning in 2005.  Since some services would need to be provided before an agreement could be executed, it was arranged for King County to initiate the services and begin developing an agreement that would cover services for 2005 and beyond.  The enclosed agreement covers services for the 2005 billing year and remains effective on a year-to-year basis.  It has been approved by the Normandy Park City Council.

King County currently provides SWM service charge billing, revenue collection and customer service for 16 other cities.  Cities who choose to bill their SWM service charges through the county on the Property Tax Billing Statement generally do so to take advantage of a billing and revenue collection system that is already in place and cost-effective, and the high collection rate that is achieved.
