Dear Councilmember Phillips:

This letter transmits a motion for review that adopts the addendum to the second milestone report on the Analysis of Transfer System Needs and Capacity, as specified in Ordinance 14971.  The addendum was developed by establishing sub-criteria to Criterion 17 on Local and Regional Considerations and applying them to each of five King County transfer stations.  Per Ordinance 14971, this report is also being sent to the King County Regional Policy Committee.

The motion is supported by the Addendum to Milestone Report #2, Application of Criterion 17 to Five Urban Transfer Stations prepared by the Solid Waste Division of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks in collaboration with the Interjurisdictional Technical Staff Group, the Metropolitan Solid Waste Management Advisory Committee and King County Council staff.  The report provides the results of applying Criterion 17.

This addendum is in addition to the series of four milestone reports that will evaluate the regional solid waste system and help us prepare for the future of solid waste transfer and disposal, including the transition to waste export.  The next step in the process will be to develop the preliminary transfer and waste export facility options, and estimated system costs, rate impacts and financial policy assumptions.  This analysis will be reported to the King County Council in report four, Preliminary Transfer and Waste Export Facility Recommendations, on January 30, 2006.
