SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE relating to the change of the name of King County fire protection district 38 to “Fire District 38.”
SUMMARY:  Proposed Ordinance 2006-0050 would change the name of the “King County Fire Protection District 38” to “Fire District 38.”

According to state law, “The name of a fire protection district shall be changed, as proposed by resolution of the board of fire commissioners of the district, upon the adoption of a resolution approving the change by the county legislative authority of the county in which all, or the largest portion, of a fire protection district is located.” (RCW 52.30.060)
The board of commissioners of King County Fire Protection District 38 has determined that it would be in the best interest of the district to change its name to Fire District 38.
On January 10, 2006, the fire district adopted Resolution No. 196 in support of this name change.  On January 30, 2006, Proposed Ordinance 2006-0050 to change the fire district name was introduced by the County Council.
