Subject:  MOTIONS confirming the Executive’s appointments of Annie Searle, Laurel Nelson and John Willenbacher, to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee.
Background:  The King County Emergency Advisory Committee (EMAC) was formed by ordinance in 1999.  The EMAC is composed of 23 representatives of emergency management interests, each interest having one member on the EMAC, except for the Suburban Cities Association, which may have three members, and cities with populations larger than one hundred thousand may have one member per city.  Pursuant to county code, the scope and charge of the EMAC is to:

· Advise King County on emergency management issues and facilitate coordination of regional emergency planning in King County;

· Assist King County in the development of programs and policies concerning emergency management; and

· Review and comment on proposed emergency management rules, policies or ordinances before the adoption of the rules, policies or ordinances.

King County Code provides that EMAC shall have membership between 23 and 26 members.

Summary:  Proposed Motion 2006-0196 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Annie Searle, who resides in Council District Two, to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing the financial community.  Confirmation of Ms. Searle’s appointment would be for a partial term to expire December 31, 2007.  Ms. Searle is the Senior Vice President, Enterprise Risk Services at Washington Mutual Bank.  Her work at Washington Mutual Bank includes technology security, business continuity and technology recovery.  

Proposed Motion 2006-0197 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Laurel Nelson, who resides in Council District Three, to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing cities with population over one hundred thousand.  Confirmation of Ms. Nelson’s appointment would be for a three-year term to expire December 31, 2008.  Ms. Nelson is the Emergency Preparedness Manager for the City of Bellevue Fire Department.  Ms. Nelson was previously with the King County Office of Emergency Management. 
Proposed Motion 2006-0253 confirms the Executive’s appointment of John Willenbacher, who resides in Council District Eight, to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing King County Department of Natural Resources and Parks.  Confirmation of Mr. Willenbacher’s appointment would be for a partial term to expire December 31, 2007.  Mr. Willenbacher is the Energy Manager, for King County Department of Natural Resources and Parks.  He spent 23 years in the US Army specializing in criminal investigations, physical and electronic security, special operations and counter-terrorism and emergency management.
