            NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle Washington) on Monday, the 19th day of November 2007 at 11:00 AM.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2007-0398 relating to the enforcement of county codes.
             King County encourages public comment on Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2007-0398.  You may wish to present oral testimony at the November 19th public hearing.  Testimony is limited to three minutes per speaker and you may provide written copies for the Councilmembers’ review.  Please provide 20 copies of any written material you wish to submit.  The chamber is equipped with an audio/visual system capable of displaying 35mm slides, VHS tapes, overheads, and computer displays.  Audio/visual presentations are included in the 3-minute timeframe.  Testimony sign-up will take place in the lobby outside the Council Chambers before the beginning of the meeting on November 19.  Please call the Metropolitan King County Council offices at (206) 296-1000 if you need directions to the Courthouse.  You may also mail or fax comments to Councilmembers.  The address for the Council is King County Courthouse, 516 Third Avenue #1200 Seattle Washington 98104.  The Council fax number is (206) 296-0198.

 SUMMARY
Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2007-0398: 
· Authorizes the director of DDES to issue notices of non-compliance to persons failing to meet the terms of a voluntary compliance agreement.

· Requires that a potential code violator be notified by phone, posting or mail of a possible violation prior to a field verification.  If notification has not occurred, county enforcement staff cannot enter onto any portion of private property except to post a notice or when an emergency poses imminent threat to environmental health or public safety.  
· Requires that the warning issued to the person responsible for compliance must include a reference to the specific ordinance or code that is being violated.  

· Adds “notices of compliance” to the list of actions that the department may serve upon person responsible for compliance and  to the ability to appeal a notice of non-compliance.  Requires the notice of noncompliance to include:

· A description of all incomplete or untimely corrective actions required by the voluntary compliance agreement, and

· The civil penalty to be imposed for non-compliance.

· Adds “notices of compliance” to the list of actions that the Hearings Examiner is authorized to evaluate on an appeal and to make the final decision.
