Dear Councilmember Patterson:

I am pleased to submit to you an ordinance that will adopt motions that have been approved by the Growth Management Planning Council (GMPC).  Under the interlocal agreement that established the GMPC, a motion is first approved by GMPC.  King County Council must then approve the motion and ratify it for the unincorporated area.  Finally, the motion is sent to all of the cities in King County for ratification.  There are no fiscal impacts to King County government as a result of these motions.
The attached four motions are the result of regional cooperation.  Each received unanimous approval by the Growth Management Planning Council.  The first of these motions amends the Interim Potential Annexation Area map to include unincorporated urban areas within the city of Sammamish potential annexation area.  The second motion amends the Interim Potential Annexation Areas map to show overlapping potential annexation areas for the North Highline unincorporated urban area.  The third motion adopts the Buildable Lands Report.  The fourth motion amends the Interim Potential Annexation Area map to include unincorporated urban areas within the city of Covington potential annexation area.
