  2. For any plat that received preliminary approval on or after January 1, 2004 pursuant to KCC 21.55.060, the preliminary subdivision approval shall be valid for a period of one hundred and eight months, if the applicant:

    a.  makes a written request to the department to extend the period of validity;

    b.  is current on all invoices for work performed by the department on the subdivision review; and

    c. agrees in writing that the department may make revisions to the fee estimate issued by the department under K.C.C. 27.02.065.  
Renumber the remainder of the subsection.
Effect:   Applies a 108 month effective period for preliminary plats approved in conjunction with a low-impact development demonstration project.   Of the three of such projects, two are completed.  The  amendment would apply only to the third and by far the largest and most complex project (i.e. Greenbridge development in White Center by the King County Housing Authority).
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
