DESCRIPTION

The Office of Law Enforcement Oversight (OLEO) provides civilian oversight or the King County Sheriff's Office (KCSO) in misconduct investigations and fosters greater community trust in KCSO.

SUMMARY OF PROPOSED BUDGET AND CHANGES

The 2021-2022 budget proposal for OLEO includes three days of unpaid leave in both 2021 and 2022 for all staff for a savings of $19,520 for the biennium. The proposed budget also contemplates OLEO sharing office space with the Ombuds-Tax Advisor's office for a savings of $133,000 for the biennium.

There are no policy-based decision packages proposed in the 2021-2022 proposed budget for OLEO.
