COMMITTEE ACTION

	
Proposed Substitute Motion 2021-0036.2, confirming the appointment of Mary Lou Pauly to the WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee, passed out of committee on January 27, 2021, with a “Do Pass” recommendation. The Motion was amended in committee to correct the spelling of the appointee’s name.



SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2021-0036 would confirm the appointment of Mary Lou Pauly, Mayor of Issaquah, who resides in District 8, for a partial term to the King County WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee.

BACKGROUND

The Council has provided direction for the WaterWorks water quality grants program by establishing a grants ranking committee to develop recommendations for award of funding to applicant water quality improvement projects, and by establishing criteria for selection of projects (Ordinance 18031).  Council specified membership on the grant ranking committee (Ordinance 18261), to include one technical specialist, three positions representing the Metropolitan Water Pollution Abatement Advisory Committee (MWPAAC), and nine positions representing Council districts, recommended to the Executive by Councilmembers. Members serve three-year terms; appointments are confirmed by Council.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Mary Lou Pauly, District 3  Proposed Motion 2021-0036 provides for the appointment of Mary Lou Pauly, who resides in District 3, to the WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee, as the District 3 representative. Ms. Pauly is the Mayor of the City of lssaquah, a position she has held since 2017.  Mayor Pauly served on the City of Issaquah’s Development Commission from 1994 until her election to the Issaquah City Council in 2013.  She is trained as a civil engineer, and spent her early career in public works engineering and subsequently as an environmental consultant.  Mayor Pauly holds appointments to a number of boards and commissions, including the Puget Sound Regional Council, King County Cities for Climate Collaboration, the Mountains to Sound Greenway Advisory Board, the Environment Committee of the U.S. Conference of Mayors, and others.  Mayor Pauly also serves as an alternate on the County Council’s Regional Transit Committee.  She is licensed in Canada as a professional engineer. Mayor Pauly is being appointed for a partial term to expire on September 30, 2021. 
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
