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Proposed FCD Resolution FCD2021-09: A RESOLUTION approving an interlocal agreement with the City of Issaquah regarding the Jerome Revetment.

The lower 5.7 miles of Issaquah Creek flows through the City of Issaquah ("Issaquah"), traversing residential neighborhoods and the economic core of Issaquah residential properties located in the Sycamore neighborhood of Issaquah. Approximately 75 feet of the Jerome Revetment was damaged during the February 2020 flood event. 

Issaquah is the District's service provider for the Jerome Revetment Repair Project (Project). The Project will restore the bank erosion protection for the affected residential properties. 

The Board originally approved funding $250,000 for the Project in Resolution FCD2020-05, the 2021 budget resolution. And increased the Project funding to by $100,000 for a total of $350,000 in Resolution FCD 2021-05, the 2021 mid-year budget reallocation resolution. Approval of this ILA does not change the Project budget.
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
