Recommendations for the Allocation of 2022 Conservation Futures Tax Levy and
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[bookmark: Report_Purpose]Report Purpose
This report presents the recommendations of the King County Conservation Futures Advisory Committee (“committee”). The committee is a volunteer advisory board with members appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by King County Council. The committee reviews applications for Conservation Futures Tax Levy (“CFT”) and King County Parks Levy (“PL” or “Parks Levy”) county open space acquisition funding and recommends project funding awards to the King County Executive. The Executive proposes funding awards to the King County Council, which makes the final CFT and PL funding allocations by ordinance.

This year, the committee reviewed 44 applications from cities, the County, and nonprofit organizations requesting a total of $52 million in CFT and Parks Levy funding, seeking funding awards that will be allocated in the 2022 Mid-Year Biennial Budget.

[bookmark: Conservation_Futures_Tax_Levy_Funding]Conservation Futures Tax Levy Funding
King County’s Conservation Futures tax levy (CFT) is a dedicated portion of property taxes collected throughout King County. CFT funding is used to purchase open space lands and easements in unincorporated King County and in King County’s cities.

CFT funding is a major part of the King County Land Conservation Initiative (LCI), a vision to accelerate the pace of land conservation in order to protect up to 65,000 acres of land in King County and its cities within a generation. With the implementation of the LCI in 2018 and 2019, the County adopted legislation that authorized an increased level of bonding against future CFT revenues. The County also adopted a policy to waive the required match for CFT funding for projects in “opportunity areas,” with the goal to eliminate disparities in access to greenspaces, parks, and trails in communities that have the greatest needs. CFT awards have typically required matching funding equal to the CFT funding allocated to a project, with a goal of gaining broader financial participation through local, state, federal, and other funding sources. Match waiver project qualification is automatic if projects are in areas of the county with the lowest incomes, highest hospitalization rates, and limited access to open spaces. Projects may also qualify by demonstrating that residents living in the area or served by the project experience disproportionately limited access to open spaces and demonstrated hardships. Match waiver projects need to demonstrate community engagement.

This year, the committee has recommended a total of $34.8 million in CFT dollars, consisting of two types of awards: $12.5 million CFT annual dollars from current collections, and $22.4 million CFT bond dollars in the 2022 CFT bond project (appropriated in the 2021 budget but not
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yet assigned to projects; the remaining bond appropriation authority would be retained in the 2022 CFT bond project for future committee funding recommendations during the biennium). Within that $34.8 million total, the committee recommends $11 million in CFT dollars with a match waiver for projects in opportunity areas. All match waiver applications were recommended for full or partial funding this year.

[bookmark: King_County_Parks_Levy_Open_Space_Acquis]King County Parks Levy Open Space Acquisition Funding
In August 2019, King County voters passed the 2020-2025 King County Parks, Trails, and Open Space Replacement Levy, which includes dedicated open space acquisition funding for King County projects. In 2007 when the King County Parks Expansion Levy was approved by voters, King County Council passed Motion 12587 stating that coordination between PL open space and CFT programs could maximize the shared objectives of open space and natural lands acquisitions, and that the PL recommendation process would benefit from the CFT process which is transparent and accessible to the public, stakeholder groups, government agencies and officials. In 2008, the council passed Motion 12809 formally adopting the process by which the committee makes recommendations for both CFT and PL county open space funding, a practice which has been followed by the committee to this day. The committee believes that this practice is even more important now to achieve a balance of CFT and PL awarded to county projects and help further the goals of the Land Conservation Initiative.

This year, the committee has provided recommendations for $10.2 million in Parks Levy funding to county open space projects.

[bookmark: Application_Review_and_Funding_Recommend]Application Review and Funding Recommendation Process
The committee review process was entirely remote again this year, in the second year of the COVID-19 pandemic. Instead of in-person meetings and site visits with applicants, the committee conducted an online review process March through May, holding seven project review meetings with applicants, and additional committee meetings to review projects and make recommendations. The committee was pleased to again have the input of Open Space Equity Cabinet members as part of a work group that provided match waiver project recommendations to the full committee.

There are many potential open space categories, and each year the committee strives to provide a balanced package of open space acquisition projects with benefits such as wildlife and salmon habitat, farmland and forest preservation, passive outdoor recreation opportunities, urban greenspaces, and opportunity area projects. The committee reviews each project considering the adopted Conservation Futures criteria. The committee also considers factors related to the likelihood of success for specific projects and broader public policy initiatives, such as landowner willingness to sell a property, meeting equity and social justice goals, the threat of loss of open space resources, once-in-a-generation opportunities, the geographic distribution of projects throughout the county, and regional significance.

The committee's recommendations for awarding projects bond CFT dollars were based on factors such as likelihood of implementation in the next year, likelihood of securing match funding or receiving a match waiver, and compliance with bond-related financing requirements.

[bookmark: Committee_Perspective]Committee Perspective
The following are a few takeaways from the committee’s project review:
· The committee is pleased to see continued high demand for open space funding through the first few years of the LCI. The committee believes that the region could continue to spend CFT bond funding on the order of $15-30 million per year into the future, relative to the availability of match. The County should be aware of the debt service burden as it issues bonds and should explore restoring the CFT rate back to its originally enacted rate of 6.25 cents per $1,000 assessed value.
· While there was an elevated level of CFT funding available with bond dollars this year, match was a limiting factor for many projects. The budget impacts of the current financial crisis during the COVID-19 pandemic may have limited the ability of local jurisdictions to provide match on projects. The funding for county requests was limited by the amount of Parks Levy match available. Limitations on match resulted in the committee not recommending all the $25 million in bond dollars be awarded to projects this year.
· The committee evaluated ten match waiver projects this year. The committee continues to encourage applicants for match waiver projects to engage the local community or the population served by the project early in the process, ideally developing the ideas in partnership with the local community to address the communities’ priorities for open space needs. The committee recognizes that additions to existing parks are important, and also wants to encourage a strong focus on creating new greenspaces in neighborhoods that are under-served.

[bookmark: Highlights:_Projects_Located_in_Incorpor]Highlights: Projects Located in Incorporated Cities
· Of the many projects adding open space in cities, highlights include: Bellevue’s Valley Creek inholding acquisition to complete a 9-acre park; King County and Kirkland’s Big Finn Hill Park additions; Normandy Park’s Salmon View Park acquisition to support restoration and salmon spawning view opportunities; and Sammamish’s new open space acquisition in the western portion of the city.
· Regional trail-related projects include the Green to Cedar Rivers Trail project to improve right-of-way and safe trail crossings, and SeaTac’s work to expand Des Moines Creek Park for a new parking lot and trailhead to provide access to the park and the Lake to Sound Trail.
· The following match waiver requests in cities were recommended for funding: the Algona Wetland Preserve providing expanded open space, public use, and educational opportunities in Algona; Forterra’s preservation of Camp Kilworth, a historic Boy Scout camp on Federal Way shoreline, in partnership with the YMCA to offer local and regional usage to southwest King County populations; Forterra and Tukwila’s expansion of Duwamish Hill Preserve; Seattle’s Duwamish River/Unity Electric project to secure additional shoreline in partnership with the community; Seattle’s East Duwamish Brick Pits preserving forested open space on the west side of Beacon Hill; Seattle’s North Rainier Charlestown project to add additional open space near affordable housing; and Seattle’s North Rainer Town Center Park to add open space near the Mt. Baker light rail station.

[bookmark: Highlights:_Projects_Located_in_Unincorp]Highlights: Projects Located in Unincorporated King County
· Two unincorporated area projects are sponsored by non-County leads: Forterra’s Rockdale project will preserve forests in the scenic corridor along I-90, and Si View Metropolitan Park District seeks to secure land for the South Fork Levee Trail outside of North Bend.
· Three match waiver requests in the urban unincorporated area received funding, one in the West Hill-Skyway area to add open spaces connecting the Brooks Village site to lower Skyway business district, and two in the North Highline/Glendale neighborhood expanding the recent Glendale Forest acquisition and Hamm Creek Natural Area.
· WRIA 7/Snoqualmie Watershed: The County builds on long-term projects to preserve land along salmon-bearing streams with acquisitions at Griffin Creek, Tolt River, and Upper Raging River. The County will complete a conservation easement protecting Cleveland Memorial Forest at Mitchell Hill.
· WRIA 8/Cedar-Lake Washington Watershed: The County expands conservation in the Bear Creek basin and adds to Crow Marsh Natural Area and McGarvey Park Open Space.
· WRIA 9/Green River Watershed: The County continues projects related to salmon habitat conservation at Green River/Newaukum Creek, North Green River, and Soos Creek, and preserves upland forests at Black Diamond and Icy Creek.
· WRIA 10/White River Watershed: The County seeks to acquire forested slopes around Pinnacle Peak Park.
· Vashon: The County continues work to preserve land at Camp Sealth, Shinglemill Creek, and on the shoreline at Manzanita, and is starting a new project to acquire Morningside Farm at Neill Point.
· Farmland: The County continues ongoing work to match transfer of development rights (TDR) funding with CFT funding to acquire development rights in the Snoqualmie Valley.

The City of Algona seeks to expand an existing 8.8-acre city-owned wetland in the southeast part of the city, to create a 22.7-acre protected wetland complex. The target acquisitions are two parcels totaling 13.9 acres, part of the forested wetland that extends into the city-owned site to the northeast, containing a stream that is tributary to the White River. Across the preserve, the city plans to restore disturbed areas, provide stewardship and public access opportunities, and support interpretive and educational uses.

The city requests a match waiver. This area is in the lowest 1/3 of census tracts for income and the highest 1/3 of zip codes for hospitalization rates, though it did not automatically qualify for a match waiver as it was within ¼ mile of the adjacent city property and the Interurban Trail. The area has high percentages of limited English speakers and people of color, and has many demographic and socioeconomic factors representative of a historically under-served community such as low life expectancies and high percentages of households experiencing poverty. The city has already conducted extensive community engagement led by Futurewise and Natural Systems Design using funding from a recent King County WaterWorks grant. The city is collaborating with residents, a community nonprofit, and the nearby Alpac elementary school to create a shared vision for wetland preservation, future public access, and educational and interpretive use of the site.

The committee recommends full funding of $150,000 CFT annual dollars. The committee determines that this project merits a match waiver, based on the thoughtful community engagement, the potential opportunity for public access and education use, the socioeconomic and demographic characteristics of this diverse community, and the need for parks in Algona.

The City of Auburn proposes to acquire property for future habitat improvement of wetlands and the riparian corridor of Mill Creek, a salmon-bearing tributary to the Green River. The city has identified 7.33 acres as current targets, with a total of 12.18 acres in the long-term scope, which would add to existing public land along the creek corridor. This section of Mill Creek has been straightened and channelized to accommodate historic farming practices. This area would be part of a Tier 1 project in the Green Duwamish and Central Puget Sound Watershed Salmon Habitat Plan to relocate Mill Creek back to the historical channel, increase habitat connectivity, increase rearing habitat, and aid in reducing water temperature. Match funding is anticipated to come from a Cooperative Watershed Management grant.

The committee recommends full funding of $83,050 CFT annual dollars.

The City of Bellevue proposes to acquire an inholding surrounded by eight acres of city open space containing Valley Creek, ponds, wetlands, and extensive forest. The target 1.1-acre parcel was under the ownership of a single family for generations, which has preserved the natural setting and mature trees on the property. The long-term vision of the landowner has been to sell the property to Bellevue Parks. This purchase adds to existing CFT-funded property to the north. The city is still determining the fate of an older log cabin on the property, which may be excluded from the CFT project footprint if it remains. If acquired, this parcel will be included in the design and permitting process for a new passive recreation neighborhood park which is planned to be constructed and opened to the public in 2022. This park will serve an area with unmet park and trail needs. Match comes from Bellevue Parks capital project budget.

The committee recommends full funding of $650,000 CFT bond dollars.

The City of Burien is working to acquire inholdings within the existing boundaries of the 178- acre Seahurst Park. The city is acquiring a forested 0.23-acre parcel that had gone into tax foreclosure and was held in the King County real estate services inventory. The city wants to protect the land from development and make the park more contiguous. The city has completed

the purchase of this property in early 2021. One additional inholding is identified in the long- term scope. Match comes from city pass-through dollars in the King County Parks Levy.

The committee recommends full funding of $3,450 CFT annual dollars.

The City of Covington seeks to acquire land that will expand Crystal View Park, providing new open space and passive recreation opportunity and allowing for removal of a partial fish passage barrier at Little Soos Creek. The target parcel is 9.78 acres, heavily forested except for a home site, and supports Little Soos Creek and associated critical areas. 7.78 acres of the site will be funded with Conservation Futures funding, reserving two acres for stormwater-related capital project purposes. The city will remove structures and an existing driveway culvert that is a fish barrier, and will improve fish passage where the creek crosses S. 256th Street to the south.
Proposed site uses include walking and picnicking, as the site would build on recreational uses at the existing Crystal View Park and nearby open space to the north, with potential connection to a future planned trail corridor. Match comes from city parks capital funds.

The committee recommends full funding of $246,200 CFT bond dollars.

Forterra seeks to preserve 29-acre Camp Kilworth in Federal Way, as a partnership with the Greater Seattle YMCA, with support from the local advocacy group KEEP (Kilworth Environmental Education Preserve). The camp and its historic buildings served generations of Boy Scouts until it closed in 2016. The regionally significant site contains mature forest that offers wildlife habitat to native bird and plant species, and undeveloped saltwater shoreline near the feeder bluffs for Dumas Bay which is critical habitat for ocean-going salmon. Site preservation and restoration is a Tier 1 priority in the Green Duwamish and Central Puget Sound Watershed Salmon Habitat Plan. Forterra will purchase the site and establish a long-term lease with the YMCA. Forterra will ensure that there is public access to the site and is exploring additional partnerships with community groups and local school districts around site use.

The applicant is requesting a match waiver, which would also apply retroactively to the 2021 award to the project. The request is based on both the regional community and local neighborhood served by the project. The YMCA will partner with under-served local and

regional communities and school districts to provide much-needed programming for outdoor recreation and environmental education for South King County youth. The local area itself has significant populations of limited English speakers and people of color, and has many demographic and socioeconomic factors representative of a historically under-served community such as low life expectancies and high percentages of households experiencing poverty. The applicant has engaged many community groups and partners including the Puyallup Tribe, the Veterans Conservation Corps, and historic preservation, cultural, and environmental organizations. The committee was strongly supportive of the project last year and recommended a 2021 award of $1,000,000 CFT, but did not grant a match waiver, awaiting further information about the structure of the YMCA-Forterra partnership and site ownership, the populations to be served by the project, and the assurance of public access.

The committee recommends full funding of $850,000 CFT annual dollars. The committee determines that this project merits a match waiver, which applies retroactively to the 2021 award of $1,000,000. Both the local population in Federal Way and the more regional South King County population that will be served by the YMCA supports a match waiver for this project based on socioeconomic and demographic match waiver criteria, and that populations located near and far will benefit from this new outdoor access opportunity. The committee understands that Forterra is fully committed to partner with the YMCA, to work around the YMCA needs to provide general public access, to provide use by the Puyallup Tribe, and to work with other local community and school partners on potential uses.

Forterra and the City of Tukwila are working in partnership to expand the 10.5-acre Duwamish Hill Preserve. This project would add 0.36 acres to the southeastern part of the preserve. The two target parcels were identified for acquisition in the preserve’s master plan, which was completed with significant community and stakeholder input. The acquisition would protect the site from potential development near the preserve gateway, buffer the preserve from adjacent residential uses, and allow for implementation of Phase III of the master plan including expansion of the gateway area, revegetation, and restoration. The preserve is a heritage site of significance in Puget Sound Salish cultural traditions. Forterra and Tukwila have worked closely with public and tribal input over the years to incorporate the site’s heritage in the interpretive materials at the site, and restoration has incorporated culturally significant plant species.

The applicants request a match waiver. This location is in the lowest 1/3 of census tracts for income and the highest 1/3 of zip codes for hospitalization rates, though it did not automatically qualify for a match waiver as it adds to an existing park. The area has high percentages of limited English speakers and people of color, and has many demographic and socioeconomic factors representative of a historically under-served community such as low life expectancies and high

percentages of households experiencing poverty. There has been a long history of community engagement around the preserve with a clear long-term goal to complete acquisition of the entire site by securing these two parcels. The applicants have provided support letters from the Muckleshoot and Duwamish Tribes, and the Friends of the Hill community stewardship group.

The committee recommends full funding of $365,000 CFT bond dollars. The committee determines that this project merits a match waiver. This culturally significant site has a strong history of community and tribal interest and support. Helping complete this preserve expands open space opportunities for the local community deserving of a match waiver. Forterra and the city are co-applicants, and the award could be made to either party as will be determined when the property is acquired.

King County and the City of Kirkland are partnering to protect land adjacent to King County’s regional Big Finn Hill Park and city-owned parcels along Denny Creek. The targeted three parcels comprise 7.5 acres, providing important habitat and water quality benefits being mostly forested and including portions of Denny Creek. Conservation of these parcels prevents development of primarily forested parcels adjacent to public lands and supports broader open space and trail goals identified in City of Kirkland’s “Green Loop Trail” concept. Finn Hill Neighborhood Alliance is a strong supporter of this acquisition, and this application was the subject of a motion sponsored by Councilmember Dembowski requesting the committee give priority to this request. In addition to the recommended Parks Levy award, match comes from previously dedicated Parks Levy county open space dollars, and pass-through dollars to the city from the Parks Levy.

The committee recommends full funding of $2,500,000 total, consisting of $1,750,000 CFT bond dollars and $750,000 PL dollars. King County and the city are co-applicants, and the CFT award could be made to either party as will be determined when the property is acquired.

King County seeks to protect forested land in the City of Bothell located adjacent to the Wayne Golf Course Back Nine and the Tolt Pipeline Trail. The five parcels comprising 5.9 acres are currently slated for a development called “Piper’s Crest.” Park users already walk social trails on the slopes to reach the adjacent public lands and residential areas. This project represents a

sizeable area of forest conservation in an urban setting, providing significant potential for wildlife use and protecting forested slopes above the adjacent Wayne Golf Course Back Nine and Sammamish River. There is support for this project from the local community and the nonprofit OneBothell. Match comes from an existing Parks Levy account dedicated to regional trail connections in this area.

The committee recommends full funding of $750,000 CFT bond dollars.

King County Parks has identified several sites where additional trail right-of-way will be needed to develop the regional Green to Cedar Rivers Trail in Maple Valley and Black Diamond. The two priority properties are in Maple Valley. Near SE Kent-Kangley Road, one acquisition will secure additional right-of-way to build out the trail to its full width. Further south at SE 276th Street additional width is needed to extend the trail to the corner to create a safe crossing across the busy intersection. Long-term additional acquisitions are contemplated to the south near Black Diamond. Match comes from the recommended Parks Levy award.

The committee recommends full funding of $100,000 total, consisting of $50,000 CFT bond dollars and $50,000 PL dollars.

The City of Normandy Park seeks to acquire a property to create Salmon View Park, a new open space pocket park that will provide the only public access to view salmon spawning within Normandy Park. Walker and Sequoia Creeks currently cross the property, each passing under 12th Avenue S. in culverts. Acquisition will be complemented by upgrades to the road culverts to eliminate the existing fish passage barriers on the creeks. On-site, the city will remove the structures, restore the upland, wetland, and riparian area, and may realign the creek channels. A soft-surface trail will provide public access to portions of Sequoia and Walker Creeks, with interpretive signs to describe the benefits of the improved riparian area. Match comes from pass- through dollars to the city from the Parks Levy and other city funds.

The committee recommends full funding of $600,000 CFT bond dollars.

The City of Sammamish seeks to create a new park in the southwest part of the city, in an area that lacks public parks and open space. The city plans to purchase two parcels containing 14.88 acres located just east of East Lake Sammamish Parkway SE. These parcels are primarily forested with mature tree canopy, and include an open meadow, seasonal streams, and a forested ravine. This site will support passive recreational uses and habitat preservation. There is strong community support to preserve this site, with many site nominations to preserve these parcels during the city’s recent land acquisition strategy and implementation program. Match comes from city parks capital land acquisition fund.

The committee recommends full funding of $1,517,390 CFT bond dollars.

The City of SeaTac seeks to expand regionally significant Des Moines Creek Park and create a new trailhead and parking lot. The city’s request is for the third and final phase of CFT funding to purchase eight acres of Washington State Department of Transportation surplus property located adjacent to Des Moines Creek Park. The site’s current small parking lot on S. 200th Street will be relocated 18th Avenue S., creating a new expanded entry point that is safer to enter and exit since it is on a side street, rather than on a busy street with limited visibility. It will also provide additional trailhead amenities for visitors (designed within CFT use restrictions). The park provides important wildlife and salmon habitat in an urban setting. With the extension of the Lake to Sound Trail, this popular park will only continue to grow in its recreational important to the region. Match comes from city dollars.

The committee recommends full funding of $1,105,000 CFT bond dollars.

The City of Seattle seeks to expand the 1.26-acre Duwamish Waterway Park in the South Park neighborhood, to add additional shoreline frontage, open space, and community uses. The request is to add a 0.99-acre parcel to the east of the park, building on a 2020 CFT match waiver

award of $1,000,000 to secure the full funding needed to purchase the property. The acquisition of this property would allow for restoration of the shoreline for increased salmonid habitat, additional open space recreational uses, and community and tribal events. Portions of the parcel may be held out of the CFT funding footprint to accommodate community priorities such as building to house local nonprofit and community organizations. The project has regional significance as it adds to shoreline protection and enhancement along the Duwamish River.

In the request for 2020 funding, the applicant had requested a match waiver based on the nearby populations’ low incomes, high hospitalization rates, and other demographic characteristics relevant to a match waiver. While it added to an existing park and therefore did not automatically qualify, the city put forward a compelling community-driven vision that these acquisitions would significantly enhance community access to and experience of the Duwamish River, as a core part of a “South Park Riverwalk.” There is strong community support for this project. The committee determined the project qualified for a match waiver with the 2020 award, which still applies to the project.

The committee recommends full funding of $2,500,000 CFT annual dollars. The committee had previously determined that this project merited a match waiver.

The City of Seattle seeks to preserve a major forested inholding in the regionally significant East Duwamish Greenbelt along Beacon Hill, in a highly visible stretch along I-5 between S. Columbian Way and S. Dakota Street. At 21 acres in size, this is the largest privately owned, residentially zoned landholding in the city, and it has been proposed for up to 124 homes if developed. Successful acquisition would preserve tree canopy and wildlife habitat connecting other Parks-owned properties in the greenbelt. This proposal has strong community support, including El Centro de La Raza and Beacon Hill Council, and plans for a community steering committee for the property to inform the vision for future restoration and public use.

In the request for 2021 funding last year, the applicant had requested a match waiver on the basis of the nearby populations’ low incomes, high hospitalization rates, and other demographic characteristics relevant to a match waiver; the isolation of this part of Beacon Hill from Jefferson Park due to nearby arterials; and the significant negative impacts of air and noise pollution resulting from the loss of tree canopy. The committee determined the project qualified for a match waiver with the 2021 award of $1,000,000 CFT; the match waiver applies to the current request.

The committee recommends full funding of $2,000,000 CFT annual dollars. The committee had previously determined that this project merits a match waiver.

The City of Seattle seeks to add a final parcel to a new neighborhood park in the North Rainier Urban Village on Charlestown Street, and facilitate connection between adjacent affordable housing and the park. The existing 0.9-acre land-banked park has been funded in part with CFT funding over the years. This was the largest urban village park prioritized in the 2008 Seattle Parks Levy, and the area’s significant park needs were further identified in the North Rainier 2010 Neighborhood Plan and the 2017 Seattle Park and Open Space Plan. The park is surrounded by more than 500 units of affordable housing built by Southeast Effective Development (SEED). If this 0.3-acre parcel can be secured by the city, they will work with SEED to determine whether it will all be park or whether SEED will acquire a portion for additional affordable housing and the remainder of the parcel would be park (CFT will only be spent on the portion to be park). If not acquired, up to twelve townhouses could be built on site, permanently separating the park from the affordable housing next door.

The applicant requests a match waiver. This location does not fall within the lowest 1/3 of census tracts for income or the highest 1/3 of zip codes for hospitalization rates, likely reflecting gentrification occurring in this neighborhood. Yet this is a historically racially and ethnically diverse neighborhood and there are high percentages of people of color and limited English speakers, as well as many demographic and socioeconomic factors representative of a historically under-served community such as low life expectancies and high percentages of households experiencing poverty. Furthermore, the site is surrounded by affordable housing that will be directly served by this park. This project builds on a long history of community engagement around park creation and development, and this acquisition was a priority suggested directly by the community.

The committee recommends full funding of $1,500,000 CFT annual dollars. The committee determined that this project merits a match waiver. The vision to directly connect the neighboring affordable housing to the park is very compelling. This neighborhood remains a rich mix of races and cultures, and the committee supports the long-term vision of the city to create and enhance the community experience of this park in an under-served area.

The City of Seattle has long sought to add greenspace adjacent to the Mt. Baker Station and Transit Center as part of a vision to locate affordable housing, residential development, businesses, and open space near light rail in the North Rainier Urban Village. This is long-term park goal has been identified in many plans, from the 2008 Parks & Green Space Levy to neighborhood and station-area plans. An existing CFT project has received awards towards this goal since 2016 and has a balance of $957,419. Seattle, in collaboration with Sound Transit, is determining how to best utilize several public parcels adjacent to the light rail station for affordable housing and is evaluating opportunities for open space on those parcels and/or nearby.

The city requests a match waiver for the project which would also apply retroactively to the funding in hand. This location is in the lowest 1/3 of census tracts for income, and review of other related criteria reveal that there are high percentages of people of color and limited English speakers, as well as many demographic and socioeconomic factors representative of a historically under-served community such as low life expectancies and high percentages of households experiencing poverty. This is a hub for the neighborhood where open space will serve nearby residents and small businesses and preschools, as well as new affordable housing development and South Seattle residents using the light rail station. There is strong community support for the vision of creating open space at the station.

The committee recommends full funding of $1,000,000 CFT annual dollars. The committee determines that this project merits a match waiver, which applies retroactively to the $957,419 CFT already awarded to the project. The committee recognizes and supports the continued work of this project to secure open space. While the city is still working on identifying how funding will be spent, the committee wants to ensure that the city has funding available to secure adequate open space in this increasingly expensive urban neighborhood should opportunity arise in the future.

Forterra is working to preserve critical private inholdings in the Mt. Baker-Snoqualmie National Forest, within the Mountains to Sound Greenway Natural Heritage Area. The project targets 107 acres in five parcels that span the eastbound lanes of Interstate 90 at Olallie Creek. The parcels are entirely forested and are contiguous with properties owned and managed by the United States Forest Service, including the Denny Creek Forest Service Campground to the northeast and the Asahel Curtis Old Growth Grove to the west. Additionally, the southern parcel is adjacent to the Palouse to Cascades State Park Trail, a long-distance recreation trail managed by Washington State Parks. Preventing development on these lands preserves mature forest that will function primarily as a wildlife reserve, with a limited degree of public access, and will preserve the regionally important scenic corridor along I-90. Match representing 65% of the project costs comes from the Cooperative Endangered Species Conservation Fund (Section 6), as well as an additional LEED certification contribution.

The committee recommends full funding of $400,000 CFT bond dollars.

King County continues its work to conserve land along Griffin Creek, expanding on the protected land corridor that spans the Forest Production District, the rural area, and the Agricultural Production District (APD). This year’s project proposes purchasing a conservation easement on 40 acres of private land that includes 1,500 feet of lower Griffin Creek and over 2,000 feet of river frontage on the Snoqualmie River. Returning coho salmon have been stranded in farm fields due to stream conditions on the target property. The target property is in the Snoqualmie APD and is used as a private equestrian boarding facility. The goal of this conservation easement would be to allow for King County to design and implement a habitat

restoration project to enhance riparian function and reduce flood-related impacts while also supporting the continued agricultural use of the property. Match funding is anticipated to come from a Cooperative Watershed Management grant.

The committee recommends full funding of $125,000 CFT annual dollars.

King County continues a multiyear effort to connect more than 2,000 acres of King County open space park lands with more than 2,000 acres of Washington State Department of Natural Resources (WADNR) forest lands near Preston. Building these connections provides significant conservation of forest land, protection of terrestrial and aquatic habitat, and opportunities for miles of new passive recreation trails for hiking, mountain biking, running and horseback riding. This year’s target includes Phase 2 funding for a permanent 121-acre conservation easement on Seattle Public School District’s 130-acre Cleveland Memorial Forest. The easement will permanently preserve and allow for public trail access on the site, which was dedicated as a memorial to Cleveland High School veterans of World War II and has been used for outdoor educational experiences by students. The site supports mature forest and Canyon Creek which is used by salmonids and is an important source of cold water to the Snoqualmie River. The project also seeks to acquire a 22-acre forested and undeveloped parcel that will make another critical connection between county and state forest lands and contains the East Fork of Patterson Creek. Match comes from the recommended PL award and PL dollars in hand that have not previously been used as match.

The committee recommends full funding of $2,480,000 total, consisting of $1,325,000 CFT bond dollars and $1,155,000 PL dollars.

King County has worked for years to purchase high-quality riparian and floodplain habitat along the Tolt River. The Tolt River basin is one of the highest priority basins within the Snohomish River Basin Salmon Conservation Plan, which identifies protection of the floodplain, riparian area, off-channel habitat and the river’s ability to migrate as top priority actions for the recovery of Chinook salmon. The primary target for this request is a 32-acre parcel that contains 1,500 feet of the Tolt River shoreline and supports healthy, mature upland forest. The site is adjacent to county open space to the north, and the Snoqualmie Forest to the east, where the County holds a conservation easement and the forest is used by the public for outdoor recreation on a permit basis. This acquisition would support the interagency effort to acquire much of the lower Tolt River riparian corridor for habitat improvements and flood risk reduction. King County seeks to expand McGarvey Park Open Space to preserve forest cover, secure the urban growth boundary, and expand the network of trails across more than 1,000 acres of open space nearby (including Wetland 14 Natural Area, Petrovitsky Park, and Spring Lake/Lake Desire Park). The proposed project would preserve up to 35 acres of forested land in fee or easement. The footprint of a former Nike Missile site is included in the scope this year, though the potential uses of this part of the site and the final acquisition scenario remain undetermined. This proposal was the subject of a motion sponsored by Councilmember Dunn encouraging priority be given to this project. There is significant local community support to protect this site. Match comes from the recommended PL award.

The committee recommends partial funding of $1,350,000 total, consisting of $555,650 CFT annual dollars and $794,350 PL dollars, which is what the applicant stated was the actual funding need for the project based on appraisals that were received after application submittal. This builds on initial 2021 awards of $500,000 to provide a total of $1,850,000 in the project. The PL award includes extra funding beyond the match to CFT, as the committee understands that if the applicant does purchase the footprint of the missile site in fee, they would spend only PL dollars on that footprint due to extensive impervious surfaces and to preserve flexibility in future usage.

King County continues decades of conservation work in the Bear Creek watershed to fill gaps in public ownership along creeks, provide open space connectivity, and preserve regionally significant Chinook spawning habitat. The current proposal would acquire up to 24 acres: 2.5 acres in conservation easement at the confluence of Bear and Mackey Creeks building on recent

restoration projects; 7.4 acres along Cottage Lake Creek as part of ongoing conservation in an important salmon spawning area; 1.9 acres on Bear Creek near Juel Park where there could be significant restoration of the riparian area; and a portion of 25.5 acres held in four parcels on Bear Creek containing the creek, tributaries and wetlands as well as developed areas. The latter is a longer-term target and may require additional funding in the future. Match comes from the recommended PL award, as well as the value of two donated parcels.

The committee recommends partial funding of $2,300,000 total, consisting of $600,000 CFT annual dollars, $1,000,000 CFT bond dollars, and $700,000 PL dollars. The applicant should hold the annual dollars for the longer-term focus area of up to 25.5 acres in four parcels on Bear Creek, and spend the bond dollars on the other parcels which are more ready to go.

King County is building on multiyear work to conserve public lands in the Mitchell Hill-Preston Ridge Forest area, with a new focus area on the western edge of Preston Ridge Forest. The target site is 20 acres, comprised of a 10-acre portion of a larger parcel that contains mature forest adjacent to existing county land, and another 10-acre parcel across the road that could be a future trailhead for the Mitchell Hill-Preston Ridge Forest trail network. King County ownership would restrict future additional residential development, ensure retention of forestland, and provide additional protection to a designated wildlife habitat network. King County seeks to acquire new open spaces to serve the West Hill-Skyway neighborhood, focusing on a northern portion of Skyway near Lakeridge Park in this application. This request targets three parcels containing four acres of forest, streams, and wetlands. These parcels connect

to a Seattle City Light right-of-way used for informal trails, and the parcels are located near other protected lands. These parcels offer potential trail and open space connections adjacent to the lower Skyway business district, close to Skyway Park.

The target parcels are also adjacent to the 14-acre Brooks Village site, which is owned by King County Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS). Brooks Village was originally intended to become an affordable housing development, but DCHS is leading community engagement about affordable housing in Skyway, including whether the Brooks Village property is more appropriately used as public greenspace due to extensive critical areas and location. In a 2021 CFT award round last year specifically for Brooks Village, the committee showed support with an initial $100,000 CFT funding award with a conditional match waiver (a one-time waiver that applied only to that award). The committee stated that the County can return and apply for full funding which will require a new evaluation of a match waiver when the County can share the results of DCHS-led community engagement around turning Brooks Village into greenspace. Since DCHS is conducting their engagement in 2021, Brooks Village is not the target of this funding request.

The applicant has requested a match waiver. This location is in the lowest 1/3 of census tracts for income and the highest 1/3 of zip codes for hospitalization rates, though it did not automatically qualify for a match waiver being within ¼ mile of Lakeridge Park. The area has high percentages of limited English speakers and people of color, and has many demographic and socioeconomic factors representative of a historically under-served community such as low life expectancies and high percentages of households experiencing poverty. The proposal has community support from the Skyway Coalition, representing six key community organizations focused on equitable community development in Skyway.

The committee recommends full funding of $1,000,000 CFT, consisting of $493,179 CFT annual dollars and $506,821 CFT bond dollars. The committee determines that the project merits a match waiver – though this award and match waiver is specifically for the three priority parcels in this scope. These three parcels provide important greenspace that will benefit the greater Skyway community and the Brooks Village site, whether it becomes open space or affordable housing. The committee deeply respects the importance of DCHS’ community conversations around affordable housing and the future of Brooks Village. Therefore, the committee reserves judgement on a full match waiver for the Brooks Village parcel until next year, and it welcomes another application once the DCHS-led community engagement has occurred.

King County seeks to add more open space in the Glendale neighborhood in the North Highline urban unincorporated area, where open space opportunities have historically been limited. The 2020 CFT match waiver award made in the first year of the match waiver program helped to secure an important new five-acre greenspace at Glendale Forest. The target parcels are across the road from Glendale Forest, containing nine acres of undeveloped land. The site is primarily forested slopes, and the significant presence of invasive species will require control after acquisition (the County has successfully launched invasive control partnering with community organizations at its recently acquired land across the street).

The applicant has requested a match waiver. This location is in the lowest 1/3 of census tracts for income and the highest 1/3 of zip codes for hospitalization rates; the sole reason it did not automatically qualify for a match waiver is the recently acquired Glendale Forest parcel across the street. The area has high percentages of limited English speakers and people of color, and has many demographic and socioeconomic factors representative of a historically under-served community such as low life expectancies and high percentages of households experiencing poverty. The proposal has community support from several local community-based organizations and a nearby charter school which has already been a strong county partner at Glendale Forest.

The committee recommends partial funding of $1,000,000 CFT annual dollars. The committee determines that the project merits a match waiver. The committee encourages the applicant to

continue to make progress with landowners and request a future award, which will be eligible for a match waiver.

King County seeks to continue decades of conservation work in this regionally significant project preserving the Middle Green River and Newaukum Creek and connecting with State- owned public land holdings. The Middle Green River and Newaukum Creek provide high- quality salmonid spawning and rearing habitat, though Newaukum Creek is on the Clean Water Act Section 303(d) list and has a Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) Improvement Plan for water quality. This year, the project targets many priority parcels across the project area, preserving up to 143 acres. The acquisitions will preserve forests, stream corridors, and wetlands across the upper and lower Newaukum Creek basins. The goal is to acquire up to 10.5 acres of undeveloped urban forest along Hamm Creek, expanding on the existing King County Hamm Creek Natural Area. This proposal would bring the full lower mile of Hamm Creek into public ownership down to its restored estuary on Seattle City Light land. On these target parcels, there will be significant restoration to control invasive species in support of stream health. The long-term goal is to make the Hamm Creek forest accessible to the public with a forest trail which could connect Glendale residents to the Green River regional trail along the Duwamish waterway.

The applicant has requested a match waiver. This location is in the lowest 1/3 of census tracts for income and the highest 1/3 of zip codes for hospitalization rates, but the adjacent Hamm Creek Natural Area prevent automatic qualification for a match waiver. The area has high percentages of limited English speakers and people of color, and has many demographic and socioeconomic factors representative of a historically under-served community such as low life expectancies and high percentages of households experiencing poverty. The proposal has community support from several local community-based organizations and a nearby charter school which has already been a strong county partner at Glendale Forest.

The committee recommends full funding of $700,000 total, consisting of $100,000 CFT annual dollars and $600,000 CFT bond dollars. The committee determines that the project merits a match waiver.
