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Proposed FCD Resolution FCD2021-16: A RESOLUTION approving a process for capital project approval.

Proposed Resolution FCD2021-16 is purely administrative, bifurcating the District's capital approval process from the District's Acquisition Policy (FCD2016-22.2). Currently, the capital project approval process is part of the acquisition policy making it difficult for the public to locate in Legistar. The acquisition policy adopts the King County Water and Land Resources Division project management manual by reference and requires King County Water and Land Resources Division to receive prior approval for:

· Capital project charter and goals,
· Selection of a design alternative,
· Initiation of 30, 60, and 90 percent design, and
· Outreach plans.

FCD2021-16 adopts the King County Water and Land Resources Division project management manual by reference and requires all District service providers to receive prior approval for:

· Capital project charter and goals,
· Selection of a design alternative,
· Initiation of 30, 60, and 90 percent design, and
· Outreach plans.

Adoption of this resolution increases transparency of District policies and practices and is also responsive to a suggestion made by the Washington State Auditor. 
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
