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AN ORDINANCE approving and adopting the memorandum of agreement
negotiated by and between King County and International Federation of
Professional & Technical Engineers, Local 17 (Departments of: Development and
Environmental Services, Natural Resources and Parks and Transportation)
representing employees in the department of development and environmental

services; and establishing the effective date of said agreement.

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SECTION 1. The memorandum of agreement negotiated between King County and International
Federation of Professional & Technical Engineers, Local 17, covers employees in the departments of
development and environmental services, natural resources and parks, and transportation.
